 With an analytical style 

impossible to confuse, Mr. Cornel 

Gheorghe Ardelean is successful in a 

few lines and penetrates into the 
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essence of truth. By this thinking, he is 

venturing into an area still unexplored 

in specialized literature.  

 Specialized topics are part of the 

absolute truths that each of us have 

deep within our being, so 

acknowledged, so obvious, so natural 

that no one has ventured to put them 

on paper.  

But surely there will be many 

who, after reading and rereading these 

absolute truths will solve many of the 

problems of their existence. The 

novelty that makes Cornel Gheorghe 

Ardelean stand out besides putting on 

paper a well-known truth, is that it also 

leads to problem solving. It is a 

promising start in an area of astute 

competition and often an unscrupulous 

one.  
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I wish you success Mr. Ardelean 

and may these meditations help as 

many people as possible. Do not give 

up, continue on the path that you have 

chosen and maybe in the nearer or 

further future the world will be at least 

5% as you want it to be.  

Do not give up ... We ... only a 

few, I must admit, we are beside you.
